
 

 LIQUOR RESTRICTIONS IN  
NEWMAN 

 

 

This fact sheet provides information about purchasing and  
consuming liquor in Newman, Western Australia. 

 
 
Consuming liquor... 
 
... on public roads and in private vehicles is an offence (except where a 
permit or licence applies). This includes drinking in a motor vehicle on any 
public road or street.   
 
... in parks and other public places is an offence without the consent of 
the owner or controlling authority. This includes areas such as parks, 
reserves, beaches and so on. 
 
... in Newman 
 
Strength Time available 
Low, mid and full strength Monday – Sunday 
  12 noon to 8pm 
Low strength only Monday – Sunday 
  10am to 12 noon 
  8pm to 10pm 

 
• The sale of 750 ml beer bottles (King Browns) is prohibited.  
 
• Wine or fortified wine (i.e. port, sherry) in casks/flagons containing 

more than two litres of alcohol are prohibited. 
 

• Port wine may only be sold on a Sunday, Monday or Tuesday.
