NOTICE OF INTENTION TO ALLOW CONSUMPTION OF LIQUOR AT A LIVE 

ENTERTAINMENT VENUE  
 

The person in charge of a ‘live entertainment venue’ premises (as defined in regulation 8A) must notify the 
Director of Liquor Licensing at least 14 days before the person first intends to rely on the exemption, that liquor 
will be consumed on the premises.
